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Requirements for Regular Students attending

Main course outline:
The subject is awarded with a semester mark, there is no collective examination held in the exam period. The semester mark is calculated as follows: 

final test 


50 %, 
class test average 

10%, 

semester project 

40 %.

The subject is a combination of class lectures and class practicals. Attendance is mandatory on all classes. During the semester, attendance and the preparedness of students is checked at each class through short written theoretic or drafting excercises. Attendance on the first class is noted!

Students are asked to bring sketching paper, ruler, architect’s template to all classes and to take notes. Oral explanations and sketches drawn by the lecturers during classes will be part of the final test material. Only non programmable calculators are allowed during tests.
At the end of the semester a final class test is given, on the whole subject material. Passing all tests is a condition for the passing of the course. For those students who attend the required number of class tests, but fail because of lacked knowledge, one collective class test repeat time will be given at the end of the semester. Two repeat trials will be provided for the final test. All repeat tests will cover the whole semester material! Note: those who fail the class tests will have only one repeat trial for the final test, others will have two.
Through the semester a semester project need to be successfully completed by all students (see special note on the details of the semester project). The deadline for the semester project is:  2019. may 18., Friday, 12:00 noon at the department. Late submission with late charge and a -25% mark penalty will be possible only on 2019. may 24., Friday, 12:00 at the department. 
Undue, forbidden behaviour during classes, tests and exams:
During classes: cell phone use, impolite behaviour towards faculty and/or other students, impolite or loud talking, disturbance, late arrival, damaging or soiling school property, taking pictures, sound recordings, videos etc. are not allowed and will result with immediate expulsion from the class and. Repeated occurrence will result with failing the course. Smoking, drinking or eating is not allowed in classes.
During tests and exams: in addition to the above, talking to other students, copying from materials or other students, use of notes, electronic devices or phones will result with immediate failure and expulsion from the test area. The decision of the instructor is not to be questioned at the test. 
Materials allowed: pen, pencil, ruler, architect’s schablon, calculator. Questions to staff are to be indicated by raising a hand and waiting for acknowledgement. Students will sit at exams as instructed by staff (with empty spaces all around), coats, books, bags etc. are to be removed from easy access, especially removed from drawers of benches as to avoid suspicion of cheating. Exams will not commence until provisions are complied to, time given for the exam will be reduced by this delay. 
Late arrivals will not be admitted to the test area.
Conditions for subject completion:
· less than 30 % absence from the classes 
· the successful (50% pass mark) writing of at least 70% of class tests 

· passing the the final test
· timely handing-in and a pass mark for the semester project
Supplement:
The class tests and the final tests are hand written and include several writing and/or drawing type questions, exclusively on the basis of lectures, generic design rules and reference materials. 
Consultation on lecture material as preparation for the midterm test will be provided during classes and at optional semester project consultation times. 
A minimum of 51 % of correct answer points is required for passing tests. Full points will be given only for full and correct answers. If the answer contains both the correct and an incorrect answer, the question will not be accepted, no points will be awarded. If in an answer, information is contradicting, - e.g. the correct drawing is indicated incorrectly – the teacher may or may not give partial points for the answer. Partial points will be re-checked once and only once upon the question of the student by the instructor, otherwise all class points and marks are final when uploaded onto the internet site.
